1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Clir Anne Chambers (holiday) and Margaret Davis (bereavement ). Clir Rissen proposed sending
a letter of condolence to Mrs Davis. Seconded by Clir Gathercole and agreed by all.
RESOLVED ~ Clerk to send letter to Mrs Davis obo Parish Council

2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
Clir Gathercole — Village Hall & Playing Fields
Clir Smith — Political Party Membership

The Chairman closed the meeting.

3. POLICE MATTERS
PCSO Jason Thomas said that 2 arrests had been made following a spate of burglaries at
Christmas time. Grafitti has been spray painted on cars parked in Back St / Anchor Lane -
pictures were circulated to the meeting in the hope some identification can be made. Caudle
Ave had 5 vans broken into — tools were taken. One unlocked house was broken into. PCSO
Thomas advised the meeting that there is a Neighbourhood Watch meeting on 26 April 2008.
PC Waller introduced himself to the meeting — his “area” extends from Elveden to Shippea Hill.
Clir Smith had earlier reported damage to the grass on the Playing Fields and asked for an
update on the investigation. PCSO Thomas said that the matter had been referred to the PFA
(do they wish to pursue — criminal damage). If not, $59 Warning will be issued — further trouble

would result in vehicle being crushed.
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The meeting was reopened.

4. CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF MEET ING HELD ON 3™ MARCH 2008
Clir Ingham moved to accept the minutes, seconded by Clir Gathercole and agreed by all.
The Chairman closed the meeting.

5. REPRESENTATIONS FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC
There were none.

6. REPORTS FROM
a)RAF COMMANDER
Sqdn Ldr Neild said that the issue of speeding (raised at the last meeting ) had caused debate.
He also said that Newcomers’ Briefings are being reviewed. Clir Morley asked why the
helicopters were flying over the village. Sqdn Ldr Neild asked for more details and was told that
the area affected is South / Avenue Roads.
Resolved - Sqdn Ldr Neild to investigate helicopter flightpaths.
b)FOREST HEATH DISTRICT COUNCIL
Clir Gathercole said that there was nothing to report. Clir Gentle referring to correspondence
which had been circulated re the proposed refurbishment of FHDC offices wondered why there
had not previously been mention of the money being thus spent and felt that no money should
be spent until after the Boundary Committee Review. Clir Gathercole was of the opinion that
decisions on the Review had already been made. He added that the first he knew of it was when
he was given leaflets for about 10% of the village.
C)SUFFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL
Clir Noble referring to the issue of timetables said he had had an assurance that they would be
placed at bus stops and libraries. This will be monitored. The Parish Council report on the zebra
crossing has been passed on for consideration. The temporary crossing proposed for Quayside
Court area will not proceed. The Locality Budget for 2008/9 remains at £18,630 - £250 has
already been promised to Good Neighbours for insurance costs. Clir Noble gave a breakdown of
timetable for Boundary Committee Review culminating in findings going before the Government
by 31 December 2008. Highways have looked at double yellow lines for Lilac Drive but they do
not consider it to be a special case; therefore, it is not known when there will be any further
development on this. The school travel plan is being progressed. Clir Noble reminded the
meeting that he is having a “surgery” on 26 April 2008 in the Village Hall. PCSO Jason Thomas
will be present. He also said that there will be multi agency meeting on fly-tipping (and paint
disposal) on 22 April 2008. Clir Gentle asked about SCC role in lighting up main roads (referring
to issue of “black spot” 102A High Street). Clir Noble has asked that lamp numbers on either side
of “black spot” be given to him so that “ownership” can perhaps be identified. There was some
discussion on the appointment/salary of the new Chief Executive for SCC. Cllr Gathercole said
that warning signs at the end (Lakenheath) of the Wangford Road had been knocked down. Clir
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Smith said that there is a dip in the road, by a manhole cover, where Woodlands meets Station
Road.

7.MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES NOT ELSEWHERE ON THE AGENDA

Clir Morley asked for an update on the situation re the Playing Fields Association / Lease. The
Clerk informed the meeting that although she had heard from FHDC she was still waiting to hear
from SALC (who had in turn referred the matter to NALC). Clir Lucas wondered if the land could
not be let as allotments.

The Clerk advised the meeting that she had not heard from the Flower Club re “fostering”
planters by the Village Green and that the Gardening Club had written to say they wouid
consider the matter at their next meeting on 21% April 2008.

8.PLANNING MATTERS

Clir Rolph presented a report from the Planning Committee. 6 applications had been considered,
of those 5 were approved :-

There was a street naming application — School Close — development off Mill Road - no
objection.

9. LAKENHEATH CEMETERY

ClIr Rissen said that the Cemetery looked neat & tidy as usual. Repainting of the Cemetery
railings is underway. There is a problem with planting of flowers/bulbs over one of the graves.
Resolved - Clir Rissen & Clerk to contact family.

Whitehand and agreed by all {Clirs Gathercole, Morley & Lucas did not vote )

10. FOREST HEATH PARISH FORUM (FEBRUARY) UPDATE
Clir Whitehand said that environmental issues, including flytipping, had been covered. Re issue
raised by Moulton PC on refurbishment of FHDC offices, Mr McCurdy Strategic Director at FHDC

had said they had the budget to carry out the work which is needed.

11. REGISTRATION OF VILLAGE GREEN

Clerk said that the Parish Council do not own the Green but it is their responsibility and they
maintain it. This does not preclude registration. The Parish Council owns 9 acres at Maids Cross
Hill, 16 acres at Undley Road; 1025 sq ft Back St junction where Village Sign stands & Cemetery.
Clir Smith said that Mildenhall have registered a green for which they are responsible. Clir
Gentle proposed accepting this proposal, seconded by Clir Frost and agreed by all.

Resolved - Clir Smith to investigate.

12.POST OFFICE- PARISH COUNCIL SUPPORT FOR MEDIUM/LONG TERM POSTAL SERVICES IN

THE VILLAGE
The Parish Council has no objection to supporting postal service in the village — PO future seems

secure at the moment.
